From Miami University: Take Ronald Reagan Hwy East to Galbraith/Reading Road exit

- At end of exit ramp turn left on Reading Road

- Go one block, turn right on Galbraith Road

- Cross railroad tracks

- At stoplight turn left into GRI drive

From the University of Cincinnati: 
- I-75 North to Ronald Reagan East

- Take 1st exit off Ronald Reagan (Galbraith/Reading Road exit)

- At end of exit ramp turn left on Reading Road

- At stoplight turn left into GRI drive
